92% of UWL 2016-17 graduates were employed; continuing or planning to continue their education; or serving in the military or a service program. This is 
based on a knowledge rate of 86% from all sources including survey responses, reports from faculty/staff, and a web search.  Results indicated that 8% were still seeking employment, 
and less than 1% were not seeking employment or continued education.  Approximately 59% of the degrees earned by graduates were living or studying in Wisconsin as determined by 
reported residence or location of employer.   A total of 2135 Bachelor's and Associate Degrees were earned (total student count of 1962), data was reported or found for 1831 of the 
degrees (86%) leaving 14% of the degrees without any information (representing 288 students).
