Of the 2114 Bachelor's and Associate's Degrees earned (total student count of 1903), data was reported or found for 1775 of the degrees, representing a 

knowledge rate of  84%.  For the degrees for which data was available using each student's first and second majors, 26% were continuing their education, 69% 

were employed, 2% were serving as volunteers, 1% reported serving in the military, 2% were seeking employment, and less than 1% were not seeking 

employment or continued education.   Possible state of residence was determined based on location of employment or school attended. Approximately 59% of 

the degrees earned by graduates were living or studying in Wisconsin.  Note data was not supplied by nor could be found for 16% of the degrees (representing 

316 students).
