Purpose:

This articulation agreement provides the opportunity for Western students who are in the AA program to be
awarded the following equivalent credits upon entry to UWL with a declared major in Philesophy.

Transfer Courses:
Associate of Arts and UWL Genéral Education

A completed Western Associate of Arts (AA) degree will satisfy the UWL General Education requirements,

Assoriate of Arts and UWL Sociology major
Western students are advised to include the following courses in their AA degree work that fulfill requirements in
the Philosophy major {see TABLE 1),

Table 2 contains the list of remaining UWL Philosophy major-courses. Remaining required courses depend on
which specific electives are completed with the AA degree. In addition to the Philosophy courses that students
take at'Western, students must complete the following Philosophy requirements. Students must alsoe complete
courses for a Bachelor of Science (BS) or a Bachelor of Arts (BA) core. Furthermere, students must complete
requirements for a miner, second major, or an Individualized Option.

Bachelor of Arts (BA) or Bachelor of Science (BS) Core requirements
e The BA Core requires a language at the 102 level or higher. It consists of 9-13 credits.
e The BS Core requires a Lab Science. It is approximately 13 credits.
e Both the BA and BS require at least one Social Science course and at least one Humanities or Fine Arts
course.
o Note: it may be possible to complete courses at Western that can be used in the BS/BA core.

Minor, Second Major, or Individualized Option
e Philosophy major needs to choose a minor, second major, or the Individualized Option. Minars vary
from 18 to 30 credits.
e Second majors vary from 30 to 42 credits.
e Individualized Options are 18 credits of coursework outside of the Philosophy department. 12 of the 18
credits need to be at the 300/400 level.

* Can be completed at Western.

** 20-809-166 Introduction to Ethics, 20-809-223 Introduction to World Religions, & 20-809-265 Philosophy of the
Arts could count toward Philosophy major electives. Make sure at least 12 credits in the Philosophy major are at
the 300/400 level.

Considerations:

1. Students must successfully complete all CASSH, Philosophy, and UWL degree requirements as listed in the
UWL catalog.

2. This agreement is subject to review every-three years from the effective date and if Western or UWL
undergoes curriculum revision.

3. The agreement shall be effective on January 23, 2024, and shall autematically renew.on every lanuary 23,
for an additional year, unless terminated with a two-year written notice.
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
