Classes are offered in the fall and spring and
typically meet for two hours,one day a week,for
three to five weeks.Most classes are offeredin the
morningsor afternoons during the week. LIR
instructors are a mix of university professors,
graduate students,LIR and community members–
all willing to volunteer by sharing their expertise.

LIR courses are offered in a format that allows
lively interaction between instructor and LIR
members. Some topics are covered in a single
session while others are explored through a seriesof
related sessions. Al l classtopics are selected from
suggestions of the membership. Examplesof topics

have included conversational foreign
languages,drawing, art and music
appreciation, religion, philosophy,
computer use, financial planning,
history, geography, the natural
environment, genealogy, and the
political climate. Thesetopics
represent the diversity and
interestsof the members.The
LIR Curriculum Committee
invitesmembers to submit
suggestions for courses and
names of instructors.
