STEP 1.  Student submits appeal for readmission to his/her 
graduate program 

STEP 2A.  Graduate program supports appeal for 
readmission to the program 

STEP 2B.  Graduate program denies appeal for readmission to the 
program 

STEP 2B.1.  Student accepts decision and 
leaves UW-L 

 

STEP 2B2.  Student accepts the graduate 
program decision, but appeals to Graduate 

Council for readmission to university graduate 
study as a special non-degree graduate student  

Graduate Council supports 
appeal for readmission to 
university graduate study  

Graduate Council denies 
appeal for readmission to 
university graduate study 

Student is readmitted to 
university graduate study as a 
special non-degree graduate 

student

STEP 2B.3.  Student appeals graduate 
program decision to the Graduate Council 

(see Standard of Review) 

Graduate Council denies appeal for a rehearing by the 
graduate program, but considers whether to allow student to 
be readmitted as a special non-degree graduate student. 

Graduate Council approves readmission to 
university graduate study.  Student may choose 
either to be readmitted as a special non-degree 
graduate student or to leave UW-L 

Graduate Council supports 
appeal  

Graduate Council  
denies appeal 

Student is readmitted to the 
program and to university 

graduate study 

Student leaves 
UW-L 

Graduate Council supports 
appeal for a rehearing by the 

graduate program 

Based on graduate program 
decision, the student pursues 
STEP 2A, 2B1, OR 2B2, as 
appropriate 

Student leaves UW-L

Student submits appeal to Graduate 
Council for readmission to university 

graduate study
