Major responsibilities and goals: The youth counselor is the primary contact on a daily basis with residents and is responsible for daily operations of the home and implementation of treatment.  

The counselor will work as a treatment team member to provide a structured and secure environment for the children.  Responsible for keeping accurate daily logs of child’s activities to assure consistency and adequate communication among staff members.  As well as maintaining daily contact with schools regarding attendance, behavior, and quality of work. While on duty the counselor is expected to be actively involved with the children ages 5-18.   Assist others in understanding the group home program and individual children when appropriate.  Maintain open communication with other counselors and immediate supervisor.  The counselor is responsible to maintain a safe, secure, orderly, and clean home that meets the codes established for group homes by city and state mandates.  

Knowledge: understanding of active listening, understanding emotional support, values clarification and group home programs.  Also must actively participate in a variety of activities with young children and adolescents.
