
Joint Minority Affairs Committee Meeting

Manny announced that Brian Kopp has resigned from the committee.  A new faculty member will need to be appointed.

Introductions were made.

Amelia Dittman volunteered to serve as secretary in Brian Kopp’s place.

Minutes of the May 7, 2008 meeting were approved as presented.

Minutes of the Nov. 6, 2008 meeting were approved as amended; noted correct spelling of Stine, and removed portion that indicated Manny had met with Amelia before the meeting.

Minutes of the Oct. 16 meeting have not been approved yet.  

Manny briefly discussed the charges to JMAC this year.

Bylaws  The bylaws were changed (approved at the 11/6 meeting) to update administrative positions and the new UW System Inclusive Excellence plan, which will replace Plan 2008.  It was generally agreed that the primary focus for JMAC should remain minority and ethnic issues.

Mentoring students and faculty  Members reported on invitations extended to meet with JMAC at the Dec. 4 meeting.  Charles Martin-Stanley, CLS, may be able to attend that meeting.  CLS has a faculty mentoring program.  Karen McLean, SAH Dean, discussed some efforts SAH has made for following up with students.  It seems unlikely she will be able to attend the meeting.  Shari Brunk, Academic Advising Center, is not available that day.
There was discussion about what next steps should take place.  Issues include accountability, development, implementation, outcomes.  What should be the role of JMAC in this charge?
