1. Matt Lewis shared plans for new physical facilities projects on campus.  He first reviewed the three levels of projects: 


1. “Enumerated projects”- new buildings in state budgets


2. “All agency projects”- usually $150,000 - $500,000 projects


3. “Small projects”- $5,000 - $150,000, requests directly to DSF 

Matt listed the chronological order of projects on campus:

1. Stadium, artificial field, track, women’s soccer field, practice field, and student recreation fields, 

2. New academic building- on the site of the current Trowbridge, Wilder, and Baird Halls, demolition anticipated in May or June, 2009, 188,000 square feet to be completed in 2111 

3. New 500 resident beds- design one or two new residence halls, perhaps on the current Coate or Drake fields 

4. Addition to Cowley Hall- the project shows up on the six-year project list

2. MSP- to elect Joyce Shanks as chair. 

3. The recorder position will be rotated.  Joyce Shanks will make sure that all minutes are forwarded to Charise Bock for posting.  

4. Committee members reviewed the bylaws and found the current bylaws to be clear and sufficient, not needing changes.  Since this is the first special committee charge, Joyce Shanks will make the recommendation to Chancellor Gow that the JPFC bylaws to not need updating.  

5. Next meeting to be scheduled as needed.
