1. Minutes of the October 10, 2008, meeting were approved.  

2. Bob Hetzel reviewed the history of the Joint Physical Facilities Committee.  Many of the joint committees were formed after the 1996 North Central Accreditation report emphasized the need for more shared governance on campus.  The new JPF Committee was to oversee large campus building projects.  Currently, all large campus projects already have steering committees that have input from across the campus.  As a result, JPF seems to have a limited need as it replicates the work of the steering committees.  The colleges, residence life, or some other group run smaller capital projects without input from JPF.  Matt Lewis shared that in his six years as liaison to the committee, the committee has been involved in very few issues, perhaps the naming of a few rooms.
