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The majority of the world's population is temporarily able bodied. Almost everyone in some time of their life experiences disability. Disability may happen suddenly, by accident or illness, or creep up on one as in the case of age related disabilities.

Temporary disabilities may be as life impacting as long term or life threatening disability. The need to get out and go places while experiencing a temporary disability is no less than the needs experienced with long term or life threatening disabilities. Everyone has a need for equal access to jobs, entertainment, religion, political participation, the theater, or the department store or restaurant, or legal and medical services and facilities.

Disability is no respecter of persons. Disability happens to the unborn, the newborn, the rich, the poor, literate or illiterate, the couch potato or the athlete, the non-political or the political, the homeless or head of state. It does not matter who you are. Chances are, you will experience disability due to accident, disease, or age.

When you provide equal access to another person, you begin to guarantee that you will have equal access when you need it yourself! It just makes sense to fight for another person's rights; as, when you fight for another person's rights, you fight for your own! When you fight for your own rights, make sure the impact also provides for other's rights as well.
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
