Assignment:
This documentary is clearly meant to persuade, rather than fully inform the viewer. Your job is to take a single scene and write a critical review of it in order to better inform a potential viewer. Your review should address the important issues discussed in the scene, and it should identify the economic principles at issue such as moral hazard, adverse selection, scarcity, etc. 


Your review should seek to be as critical as possible. By that I do not mean you should simply disagree with perspective of the documentary, but rather you should thoroughly analyze the scene. You should find data that supports and refutes the argument put forward in the scene in order to gain further understanding. I would imagine you would include some of the data in your paper. You should also reference peer reviewed economic research on the subject. Again, you purpose is to not just disagree, but do deepen our collective understanding of the issues. 
The paper should be approximately 4 pages in length, and additionally it should include a reference page. You should use APA 5th style manual for citing your work. The paper will be due in class Thursday, March 10th, 2011
