Anabaptist Movement

Originates in 1525 under the leadership of Ulrich Zwingli

In Zurich, Switzerland who broke from the Catholic Church embracing 5 originating tenets of faith:

1) Adult Baptism

2) Pacifism

3) Rejection of Oath-Taking (Secular Pledges)

4) Open rejection of Secular Values

5) Elevation of the community above the individual

as regards a person’s highest obligations

The name Anabaptists was given to these dissenters by the secular state because it justified their execution under existing law.  Three branches of Anabaptist are

created over the next several centuries:

1) Mennonites date from the beginning 1525

2) Hutterites splinter off the Mennonites in 1528

over the rejection of private property ownership

3) Amish splinter off from the Mennonites in 1693

as a fundamentalist reform group concerned with preserving the old ways with minimal assimilation into mainstream technology
