3) Over 90 percent of the people currently living on US tribal lands and Indian reservation land are self-identified as American Indian people.

4) American Indians have the lowest life expectancy and highest infant mortality rates of any racial group in the United States

5) Over half of the people currently self-identified as American Indians are able to speak at least one Indian language with some fluency.

6) All American Indian peoples became US citizens as soon as the US Constitution was ratified in 1789.
