3. All members of the committee actively participated in the screening of applications for scholarships and awards and in recommending their recipients, with the exception of one member.

4. The committee met four times during the year:
· The initial organizational meeting convened on Sept 13, 2010.

· On Feb. 18, 2011, review procedures were discussed and finalized, tasks were assigned, and deadlines were established.

· On March 4, 2011, recommendations were made for most awards, the Thrune interviews were conducted, and a recommendation was made for the Thrune award recipient.
