· Need more balance across SLOs? Should we really be bothered by imbalance, since some SLOs “not so easy to assess”?
· Are there holes in the GE curriculum? Or need a capstone course?
· Students’ self-perception not always consistent with evaluation data f/assessement & other
 sources
