    TOEFL scores of new applicants are being reviewed.
    Some students enrolled in clinical practicums required by their graduate program are not      receiving formal assessment feedback from clinical supervisors.  This will be discussed with program directors at the joint meeting with program directors.

(b)  Consent agenda – Professional travel grants were approved.

The professional travel grant guidelines will be revisited at a future meeting, specifically to address fair allotment of funds to presenters and non-presenters in groups of students attending the same meeting.

The Academic Initiatives Oversight Committee has recommended that $10,000 of the $50,000 allocated for RSEL grants be earmarked for international research.   The definition of “international research” will need further discussion and clarification, and this initiative will be brought up at the joint meeting with graduate program directors.

M/S/P to allow a percentage of an individual’s RSEL grant award to be used for travel required for performance (but not presentation) of their research in the amount of 50% for domestic travel and 80% for international travel.

A draft of the new graduate faculty status descriptions was viewed.  Emeritus grad faculty status was discussed, and clarifications suggested.  Input from other faculty is welcomed and the draft will be discussed at the joint meeting with program directors.
