NEW BUSINESS
1.  Re-evaluation of TEGC committee membership as requested by Faculty Senate.
Changes to Section “S” from Faculty Senate Bylaws (specific deletions and revisions in bold)
Developing and reviewing policies on issues affecting teacher education programs including overall mission, programs, conceptual framework,  and assessment for the SOE.
Reviewing, in consultation with programs, departments, or colleges, proposals for new teacher education programs or changes in current teacher education programs, and forwarding recommendations to the appropriate curriculum committee.
 Monitoring and maintaining the Strategic Plan for the School of Teacher Education.
One representative from each of the following programs: Early Childhood-Middle Childhood/Middle Childhood-Early Adolescence, Early Childhood-Adolescence (Modern Languages, Art, or Music), Early Childhood-Adolescence (Physical Education Teacher Education or School Health Education).  
Two representatives from Early Adolescence – Adolescence (College of Liberal Studies), and two from Early Adolescence – Adolescence (College of Science and Health).
One at-large representative.
One representative from a graduate program leading to certification.
If there are no volunteers from a required program, the position may be filled by an at-large member from any other education program.
The Director of General Education, the Assistant to the Director of the School of Education, the Director of Student Teaching/Internships, The Director of Office of Field Experiences, the Certification Officer/Academic Assistant to the Dean of College of Liberal Studies, and the Registrar shall serve as administrative consultants to the committee.  The committee shall elect its chair.  The Director of the School of Education shall serve as convener.  Terms of membership shall be three years, staggered so that three members retire and are replaced every year.  A committee member shall abstain from voting on the approval of any policy or programmatic proposal if the committee member or the committee determines that the proposal presents a conflict of interest for the committee member.
