1) Rob Dixon reported that the school psychology program is adding a new faculty member this fall.  He also shared curriculum change proposals.
1) Proposed a new required course (SPY 751, 3 credits) Instruction and Classroom Management. 
2) Proposed to reintroduce required Advanced Assessment course (SPY 758, 3 credits) with updated approach.
Motion to endorse.  None opposed. No abstentions. Motion carries.

2) Carol Angell proposed SPE courses and course changes for undergraduates. 
Undergraduate Changes
1. Create SPE 207 American Sign Language I
1. Create SPE 214 American Sign Language II
1. Reduce number of credits for student teaching (SPE 483 & SPE 484) from 15 credits to 11 credits
1. Cleaned up wording for catalogue page for SPE minor
1. Cleaned up prerequisite problems for SPE 416; removed courses no longer offered with replacement courses
1. Cleaned up prerequisite problems for SPE 446, and SPE 447; listed that it was taken with student teaching
Results in an overall credit reduction of 4 credits
Motion to endorse all items.  Motion modified and seconded to endorse items 3-6.  None opposed. No abstentions. Motion carries to endorse items 3-6.

3) Carol Angell announced that 2 new faculty members will be joining the department. She proposed DES courses and course changes for graduate students.
Graduate Changes
1. Cleaned up wording for catalogue page for graduate SPE program
1. Reduced number of student teaching credits (SPE 583 & SPE 584) for initial certification candidates to be commensurate with 400-level companion course
1. Deleted Comprehensive Examination capstone option for MSE degree
1. Cleaned up course description for SPE 783 & 784
1. Created SPE 502 Field Experience I course; currently does not exist, students have been using 700-level directed studies course
6. Cleaned up prerequisite problems for SPE 516; removed courses no longer offered with replacement courses
7. Cleaned up prerequisite problems for SPE 546, and SPE 547; listed that it was taken with student teaching
8. Changed SPE 796 credits to a range of 1-3 credits, repeat for a maximum of 6 credits
      9. Changed SPE 761 credits to 4 credits to reflect current workload responsibility
