ISO constitution

FOREWORD
The present document is a preliminary copy of the proposed constitution of the International Student Organization (ISO). It was prepared by members of the ISO’s committee on redrafting the constitution and by-laws in accordance with the request of the general membership.
This constitution reflects the work of committee members and was passed by a unanimous vote in the committee’s meeting of February 9, 1988 further amendments were made in September 2005. Any proposed modification in the current constitution has been deliberated fully to assure improvement in ISO’s administration structure. However, the committee invites other proposals which could further the goals of the Organization.
PROPOSED CONSTITUTION OF INTERNATIONAL STUDENT ORGANIZATION
PREAMBLE
A cross-cultural exchange among individuals is one of the greatest educational benefits of an international campus. In light of this, we are organizing to promote international consciousness at the University of Wisconsin – La Crosse by bringing the diverse nationalities here into closer contact to nurture international understanding and to contribute to the education development of human beings.
ARTICLE I
NAME AND NATURE
Section 1.
The name of the Organization shall be International Student Organization of the University of Wisconsin-La Crosse, hereinafter referred as the Organization.
Section 2.
The Organization shall be a not-for-profit entity.
Section 3.
The Organization shall be a cultural and educational organization.
Section 4.
The Organization shall be a student Organization and shall strive to maintain independence from any specific department, office, of division of the university of Wisconsin and from other governmental agencies or private organizations.
ARTICLE II
MEMBERSHIP
Section 1.
Any person who is classified as a student from the University of Wisconsin-La Crosse is eligible to be a member of the Organization. No requirements of eligibility for membership shall be based on color, creed, religion, sex, handicap, nationality, or social, economic or political ideology. An international Student means and includes an individual, group of individuals who was born anywhere in the world.
ARTICLE III
EXECUTIVE COUNCIL
Section 1.
The affairs of the Organization shall be governed by the Executive council of the Organization. The Executive Council shall exercise all powers not specifically prohibited to it by this constitution or the accompanying By-Laws.
Section 2.
The Executive Council shall consist of the Organization’s President and (2) houses: the Political House and Social House.
Sub-Section 1. Political House: The Political House shall consist of the Vice-President for Administrative Affairs, the Vice-President for Academic Affairs, the Vice-President for Cultural Affair, and the Vice-President for Global Link. 
Sub-Section 2. Social House: The Social House shall consist of the Vice-President for Public Relations, the Vice-President for Sport and Activities, the Vice-President for Special Event, and the Vice-President for Cyber Link.
Section 3.
There shall be a transition period after election of the officers during which time the old officers and the new officers shall jointly serve in their respective offices.
Section 4.
The Executive council shall consist of a maximum of (1) one person from the same country.
ARTICLE IV
OFFICERS
Section 1.
The President, Vice-President for Administrative Affairs, Vice-President for Academic Affairs, Vice-President for Cultural Affairs, Vice-President for Global Link, Vice-President for Public Relation, Vice-President for Sports and Activities, Vice-President for Event Coordination, and Vice-President for Cyber Link shall be elected by the majority vote of the members of the Organization under the procedures as specified in the By-Laws.
Section 2.
A maximum of (6) six Associated Executives shall be elected by the majority vote of the entire executive council as needed.
Section 3. 
Two (2) Associated Executives shall be elected as secretary, one for each house, and shall take charge of uploading minutes from each meeting, on the designated location.
Section 4. 
The President shall be the chief executive officer of the Organization and shall have the powers and duties as specified in the By-Laws. 
Section 5.
The Vice-President for Administrative Affairs shall take charge of the properties and keep the records of the Organization and have such powers and duties as specified in the By-Laws.
Section 6.
The Vice-President for Administrative Affairs shall serve in the President’s absence unless otherwise specified in the By-Laws.
Section 7.
The Vice-President for Academic Affairs shall represent the Organization in the student government of the University as a senator and shall have such powers and duties as specified in the By-Laws.
Section 8.
The Vice-President for Cultural Affairs shall represent the organization among the Diversity Organization Coalition.
Section 9.
The Vice-President for Global Link shall be responsible for all communication with the members of the Organization and represent the organization for all activities related to cultural exchange outside campus as a LFIS representative, and have such powers as specified by the By-Laws.
Section 10.
The Vice-President for Public Relation shall be responsible for publicity of various events organized by the Organization and have such powers as specified by the By-Laws.
Section11.
The Vice-President for Sports and Activities shall be responsible for all sports and outdoor activities organized by the Organization and have such powers as specified by the By-Laws
Section 12.
The Vice-President for Special Event shall be actively involved in all major periodic events organized by the Organization and have such powers as specified by the By-Laws.
Section 13.
The Vice-President for Cyber Link shall be responsible for updating the official website of the Organization and the myorg program and have such powers as specified by the By-Laws. 
Section 14.
The removal of the President and any Vice-President shall require no less than 2/3 votes for the motion by the members of the Executive Council, unless otherwise specified in the By-Laws.
ARTICLE V
MEETINGS
Section 1.
“MEETINGS” MEAN AND INCLUDE:
(a) Social meetings sponsored or collaborated by the Organization;
(b) Executive Council meetings;
(c) Political House meetings;
(d) Social House meetings; and
(e) General meetings of the members of the Organization.
Section 2. 
The Executive Council shall determine the time and place of the weekly meetings as specified in the By-Laws.
Section 3. 
The Political House shall determine the time and place of the weekly meetings as specified in the By-Laws
Section 4. 
The Social House shall determine the time and place of the weekly meetings as specified in the By-Laws
Section 5.
All decisions made by the general membership and/or by the Executive Council shall be recorded in the minutes of that meeting as specified in the By-Laws.
Section 6.
All minutes of the Organization shall be open to member’s inspection.
ARTICLE VI
AMENDMENTS
Section 1.
The Constitution shall be amended only in accordance with the process as specified in the By-Laws.
Section 2.
The Amendment shall be effective upon the adoption of a motion by no less than two thirds (2/3) of the members present and voting at a general meeting.
ARTICLE VII
ADVISOR
Section 1.
The Organization shall elect at least one (1) member of the faculty of the University of Wisconsin-La Crosse as its Faculty Advisor(s). A motion to elect the Faculty Advisor may be introduced as specified in the By-Laws and required majority vote of the Organization membership.
Section 2. 
Services of the Faculty Advisor are of advisory nature except those required by University’s Student Activities offices to those as specified in the By-Laws.
