For each example identify the quality and Roman numeral of the triad as it would be spelled in the given
keys on the written root.
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2. Spell the following triads on the given roots in both clefs. Then, Indicate the chord symbol for each above.
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3. Arrange the notes of these chords in thirds and write in the bass clef. Then, Identify each with a
Roman numeral with figured bass below the staff and a chord symbol above.
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4. Write the notes for each figured bass in simple position above each bass note and analyze with roman
numerals (below) and chord symbols (above).
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5. Indicate the key and roman numerals with figured bass for this piece. Write the chords in simple position in the bas clef.
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
