 To provide a means for elementary and middle school teachers to enhance their mathematical knowledge.  This program covers the mathematical content specified by the Wisconsin DPI for middle school mathematics.

Although the Wisconsin DPI is not directly involved in this program, it accepts this program as a mathematics minor which can be indicated on a teacher’s license. A teacher who is certified under the Wisconsin DPI PI-34 requirements at the MCEA level (approximately 1st through 8th grade) and who successfully completes this program may have their licensure show that they have completed a mathematics minor.

 Twenty teachers have successfully completed this program since inception.
