POLICIES REGULATING GRADUATE ASSISTANTSHIPS
1.
Decisions regarding graduate assistantship awards are made only after the applicant has been unconditionally admitted to the UW-L Human Performance graduate program.  Unconditional admission requires a minimum overall undergraduate GPA of 2.85 on a four-point scale, a GPA of at least 3.0 in the last half of all undergraduate work, or a GPA of at least 3.0 for no less than 12 semester credits of graduate study at an accredited graduate school.  Graduate assistant applicants who are currently enrolled must have achieved the status of "unconditional admittance."  Students admitted on probation or placed on probation while at UW-L are not eligible for graduate assistantships.

2.
Graduate assistantships involve 14 to 20 hours of weekly professional responsibilities.  Assistants with 33% appointments work about 14 hours per week; those with 50% appointments work about 20 hours per week.

3.
Remuneration for graduate assistantships is income and is taxable as such.  The current stipend for assistants with 33% appointments for the academic year (9 months) is approximately $6,197.  The stipend for assistants with 50% appointments is approximately $9,441.  Graduate assistants receive a monthly paycheck.  Health fringe benefits are also part of the assistantship award. 
4.
Incidental and other fees must be paid by the graduate assistant.

5.
The out-of-state portion of tuition for graduate assistants with Minnesota residency is waived.  Minnesota residents must make appropriate application under the reciprocity agreement.  A limited number of out-of-state tuition waivers are available to students from states other than Wisconsin and Minnesota.  These waivers are awarded by Departments on a case-by-case basis.  All students, including those awarded out-of-state waivers, pay in-state tuition.

6.
Graduate assistants must carry no fewer than nine semester credits of graduate coursework during each semester of the academic year.  

7.
You may submit the Human Performance Graduate Assistantship Application as soon as your Application for Graduate Admission is submitted.  These are two separate applications.  You may reapply for a graduate assistantship each year.
8.
The deadline for submission of the assistantship application is March 1st of each year, or by the 1st of each month thereafter until all positions are filled.  
ELIGIBILITY STEPS - Three steps must be completed to become eligible for a Graduate Assistantship: 
1. Submit the UW-L Application for Graduate Admission to the UW-L Admission's Office
2. Receive unconditional acceptance into the Human Performance graduate program
3. Submit a Human Performance Graduate Assistantship Application including the three current letters of reference (it is the responsibility of the applicant to ensure the reference letters are submitted by the March 1st deadline in order to become eligible for assistantship consideration) Dr. Glenn Wright, 137 Mitchell Hall.
Steps 1 and 3 should occur simultaneously.  A graduate assistantship is only awarded after receiving "unconditional admittance" by both the university and the Human Performance program.
