1. M/S/P Minutes for meeting on Monday, March 8, 2010

2. Between the last meeting and this one, we had an email vote to approve the report to the Dean on the College Inventory (11 yes, 0 no, 0 abstensions).
3. Dr. Sallmen reminded us that several members will be reaching the ends of their terms on the Committee with the end of this school year, and thanked them for their service. 

4. Committee discussed the proposed move of the NMT program from Chemistry to Health Professions. Questions from committee members were answered w/r/t staffing changes in Chemistry (effectively Chemistry will regain .5 FTE as Dr. Bryan returns to teaching full time in Chemistry) and with how these changes will affect any future changes in accreditation (the new Program Director will have to navigate a route to preserve existing relationships if the programs chooses to make the change to University accreditation).
The suggestion was made that an explicit outline of how positions will change in response to the proposed changes be added to the proposal. 

M/S/P to recommend that the proposal move forward to the next stage (9 yes, 0 no, 0 abstensions). 

5. Next item of business was to discuss the proposed calendar changes. Prior to the meeting, Dr. Hulett had shared a draft of a statement the Committee could submit to the Calendar Committee regarding the problems for lab classes of moving to a calendar with a Fall Break. 
6. Dr. Sallmen prepared a final version of the statement to share with the Committee on email, on which we voted electronically on Tuesday, April 13. This allowed the statement to be submitted to the College Committee by the time Faculty Senate met to begin their discussion of the calendar proposals the following Thursday. M/S/P to approve the statement.
