H1N1 protocol:

The following protocol has been established for residence hall students who are seen at the health center and informed that they either need to go home, self-isolate themselves, or go to a isolation room.

If diagnosed with flu like symptoms, students seen at the health center should self- isolate, go to their permanent home, or refer to the isolation room in Angell Hall. They are given a sheet indicating:

· What self-isolation means

· When they can return to “normal”

· Written instructions on what they should do (rest, medications to take, etc.)

· What they should take (e.g., computer, toiletries, towels, etc.) with them if referred to the isolation room

The health center staff will contact the Office of Residence Life (ORL) at 785-8075 with the name, hall address, and cell phone number of the student.  ORL will then notify the hall director that the student should self-isolate and follow-up with the student regarding their plans. If the student does not self-isolate, appropriate action will be taken. The hall director will make sure roommate(s) are informed of the ill student’s condition and advise accordingly.

If the student cannot go home and needs to go to one of the isolation rooms, ORL will contact the Angell Hall front desk and housekeeping staff and inform them that the student will be coming over to check in to one of the rooms. The isolation rooms are only for students who need to stay more than one evening until family members can arrive to pick them up.

When the student needs to go to the isolation room, they should report to the Angell front desk where they will be given a packet including:

· A room key

· Sick tray request forms

· Informational material including important phone numbers

· A mask to be worn when leaving the room to go to the restroom (and if necessary, when in the room)

· A list of check out procedures (including when they can leave) 

· An “occupied” sign to be posted on the room door 

The student will leave their cell phone contact information with the Angell front desk and identify a person who will coordinate sick tray food requests for them.

If the student is international and has difficulty communicating in English, OIE will be contacted for interpretation assistance.

ISOLATION ROOMS:

Two rooms are set up in the basement of Angell Hall as isolation rooms.  There is a restroom including a sink, stool, and shower across the hall for ill students’ use only.  Each room has four beds but only two students will be assigned to a room (there is a minimum of 6’ between the beds).  Each room is equipped with:

Beds, sheets, pillows, pillow cases, blankets, computer connectivity, a desk, wardrobes, a land line phone, trash and recycling wastebaskets, and a TV.  Kleenex is supplied and water and Gatorade is stocked in the refrigerators in each room.
