VI. Guest Speakers 

a. Dr. Nick: Residence Life
i. Tonight, I will be giving you guys an update on Residence Life, Eagle Hall, CBORD, and the impact of concealed carry and the smoking law.  The new residence hall is full and we still find ourselves having triple-doubles and with lounges filled.  We started out with 83 three person doubles and some of the lounges are no longer considered overflow lounges.  We are making some headway in the department of occupancy.  The good thing with this is that we are moving forward in paying our bills on the new hall.  We have moved to our new office area in Eagle Hall and, at the same time, I miss the interaction with the large amount of students when we were located in Whitney Center.  We haven’t begun talking about rates for next year but we will in about the next month when we are planning for certain benefits.  We are in the midst of accepting applications for incoming freshmen for next year and now they are beginning to apply for housing.  A couple of things, I am sure you talked about Oktoberfest last week.  I will be speaking with RHAC about increasing security during Oktoberfest, I believe we may lock the halls down so that no visitors are let in.  Many UW system schools have implemented this, like Madison during Halloween.  As far as the incoming class goes, we were over our target area and as a result we have overflow, but we will be working with RHAC to decide who should have priority to live on campus for next year.

ii. Eagle Hall is up and running.  With any new building, we are still working out all the kinks and there are no major issues over there.  Eagle Hall seems to be going quite well and in my words “we did this one right”.  I think it will continue to meet the demands of our school for many years to come.  Next Friday we will be having the ribbon cutting ceremony for the hall.  We will have refreshments and tours through the hall, you are all invited.

iii. CBORD is being utilized for laundry and entrance in the residence halls currently.  We think that by tomorrow, every hall except Reuter, should have their laundry system in place.  Door access has now been changed to CBORD except the front doors.  We are looking to hook up the card readers soon there as well.  In Eagle Hall, wires were not pulled to the doors during the building process, but they should be pulled by tomorrow or Friday.

iv. Concealed carry will not necessarily affect residence halls because we do not allow weapons in the halls.  In addition, our smoking policy continues to be 25 feet from buildings.
v. There are 51 students living in the off-campus apartments and we will be discussing continuing our involvement in these units.
vi. Are there any questions?
1. Is there preference as far as students that want to apply for housing?

a. Anyone that wants to live with us that moved off-campus is put at the bottom of the priority list.  It seems to me that those who are fifth year seniors have a lower priority than incoming freshmen.  Those who live with us, have the top priority.  We also reserve room for international students.  We can gauge the amount of students that will return pretty well.  We house about 96% of incoming freshmen and we also reserve spots for them.
2. Do you have any preference for veterans?

a. No, because I am not sure that we have anyone that has applied.  We would probably steer them more towards Reuter or Eagle.
