d. SA1112-019 Resolution Demanding a Definitive Conclusion to Voter ID Implementation 

i. Rykal/Thomas

ii. Author’s Introduction:  Basically with primary election that took place last week and the difficulties that occurred and how the new policy has affected students we would like to pass this resolution to call on the government to get their act together and clarify the language.  We are not pushing a partisan view here, but we can’t make decisions about how we are going to allow students to vote until we know what is legally accepted.  For a few months, stickers were going to be able to be used and we were considering that until they said they would be no longer accepting that.  At the same time, they may change their mind on this again in October.  We would like to have more definitive language in order to make it easier for students to vote on campus.  If you look at the language we are asking that the voter ID law be made a decision on.  I strongly support this because I feel it lets them know that this is affecting students and we would like definitive language.
iii. Discussion:

1. Slaby:  I like this resolution and agree with what it aims to do in that we want this law to be finalized.  My reservation is in using forceful language; it may have an opposite effect and hurt our relations of how we are perceived as a student organization.  I am worried that the language could be taken a different way as it is now.
2. Point of Information:  How long has this been in discussion?

a. Voter ID got signed last spring and portions of it went into effect this summer and those new requirements led to some of the difficulties.  All UW schools didn’t have IDs that were considered acceptable under the law.  The committees have been in discussion since then and that is where some of the frustration comes in.  It seems like there is no end in site.

3. Point of Information:  When would this go into affect?

a. I believe it goes into effect sometime in February.

4. Nelson:  I strongly support this resolution because it has been going on for so long and we are quickly approaching February and if they have to print new IDs it will take time and money.  As student governance, it is in our interest to support the students.
5. Thomas:  I like this resolution and I feel the demands are necessary because this has been going on for so long.  I would not pay as much attention to this if softer words were used.  I will relate it to a receiving a parking ticket versus having car towed.  I am in support of this.

6. Rykal:  I am in support of this because I believe that voting is an important responsibility, especially for young adults in a new city.  We need the county to help us out in order to do this.
