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SA 1112-017: Resolution Supporting a Comprehensive Review of UW System Fiscal Policy 50

WHEREAS, Wisconsin State Statue 36.09(5) states, “… students shall have primary responsibility for the formulation and review of policies concerning student life, services and interests. Students in consultation with the chancellor and subject to the final confirmation of the board shall have the responsibility for the disposition of those student fees which constitute substantial support for campus student activities;” and

WHEREAS, the spirit of 36.09(5) attempts to ensure active participation of student population in university affairs; and
WHEREAS, allocable segregated university fees are allocated by students, in consultation with the chancellor, and approved by the UW System Board of Regents for “substantial support for campus student activities and services;” and 

WHEREAS, non-allocable segregated university fees are allocated by the chancellor after consultation with students for “long-term commitments for fixed financial obligations, ongoing operating costs of university owned or controlled buildings, and similar commitments for student unions, health centers, child care centers and recreational sports centers;” and 
WHEREAS, UW System Fiscal Policy 50 (F50) “sets forth legal and policy principles applicable to the administration of student fees;” and 
WHEREAS, the Board of Directors of the United Council of the UW System have passed a resolution calling for a reform of the F50; and
THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, the University of Wisconsin-La Crosse Student Association supports the review and potential reform of F50 in order to abide by the spirit of Wisconsin Statute 36.09(5); and
THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, upon passing this resolution, the UW-L Student Association President, Madisson Heinze, and Vice-President, Jason Krug, will forward it to the Board of Regents, Chancellor Gow, Dean Knudson, Vice-Chancellor Hetzel, and other members of the community.
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
