VI. Guest Speakers

a. Collin Zimmerman, Academic Initiatives Oversight

i. I am Collin Zimmerman and I am the chair of Academic Affairs Initiatives Oversight.  (Refers to PowerPoint Presentation)  This slide refers to the background of AIO.  This program has been widely successful since its beginning.  In the advising realm we have three main areas such as the Academic Advising Center, Murphy Learning Center, and (inaudible).  Diversity; we have three different entities supported through this pillar.  In another pillar, both undergraduate and graduate research is funded.   The library is funded for extra hours as well.  We provide the study abroad grants, international student grants, and organizational support.  (Motions to table and explains facts and figures.)  There is quick snapshot.  This is our individual entities, what they requested, and what the committee recommended.  (Speaks about requests and committee recommendations for budgets as shown in table.)  This is a very quick snapshot of what our committee has been working on this year.
ii. Questions/Discussion:

1. Sopko:  Could you tell me what Campus Climate exactly does?

a. Zimmerman:  They put on ATP and give presentations in the community as well.  Last year they did quite a large number.
2. Holt:  What falls under the umbrella of the Violence Prevention Office?
a. It is a specific office in Graff Main that offers support to victims of violence.
3. Rykal:  Do other institutions pay for Campus Climate services?
a. Dr. Knudson:  It is usually a small donation, but we do receive some revenue.
4.  Rykal:  Why did the committee feel that when the entities requested a certain amount that it isn’t enough?
a. The committee initially received all of the requests and there was still a surplus.  Currently, since we are slated to give out that amount we felt it was necessary.  We are looking into the budget model for next year as well.
5. Vo:  Are these increases too much for the groups to handle at one time?
a. Zimmerman:  They are finding ways to work with less and still have the same benefit for students.  Having extra money is something that we hope to not have next year, so that we are meeting the students’ needs.
6. Vo:   It seems like the AIO differential tuition rate is too large.
a. I would agree.

7. What falls under victims services?
a. The way AIO works is that we are able to dictate this number with recommendations.  Ingrid Peterson is then able to dictate how that money is spent.  We do have the ability to make recommendations of what they do with the money.

8. Ausloos:  Why did the rate stay at 6%?

a. They wanted to make sure they had enough funding for that.  We are looking into shrinking this.
9. Karlstrand:  I was also just wondering why, if there is a surplus, the library is not being funded?

a. They were not receiving a decrease, but we felt it was not the most vital place to put money into.
10. Rykal:  Is our system that inflexible that you were locked in this budget plan?

a. Since we are slated to spend this much, it was what were expected to spend.  The budget office said that since we were slated to, we needed to. 
11. Vo:  Does Student Senate have any way to make any recommendations to you?
a. Yes, feel free to let any of the Senators who serve on our committee know your thoughts.
b. Dr. Mohamed Elhindi, Chief Information Officer

i. Dr. Elhindi:  Well folks thank you for inviting us today.  We are going to talk about a few different topics tonight and I have brought some of my co-workers with me.
ii. Brandon Harris:  I am in charge of the pay for print system on campus, as well as other things.  I will go over four quick things here.  Pay for print was implemented because you know that there was change between free printing and then we implemented pay for print.  The change in our printing has decreased significantly in waste.  There was a lot of waste because people were printing things they didn’t need to.  You can go to any GCA machine and print.  You will be prompted with a screen that shows you the cost and how many pages.  You can add a maximum of $5.00 on your account.  All students receive $1.20 for the fall and spring semesters.  We decided to set the maximum at $5.00 so we wouldn’t have large chunks of money left in people’s accounts.  At the end of term we zero out the accounts and at the end of summer as well.  We do not offer any refunds because of the cost that we receive from the business office for those refunds.  The allowance of $1.20 comes down to be about $30,000 a year.  Other costs include the management software, infrastructure, printers, and maintenance labor/materials.  We recommend that the best practice is to break up large documents into small print jobs.  Add the money you need, not in lump sums.  Also make sure to double check the number of pages before sending a print job.  Use print preview and make sure you are printing what you expected to.  Also, push for faculty to give you different ways of submitting papers like into a D2L dropbox.  Try to keep things all in digital forms and that way we can be more sustainable and eliminate as much paper as necessary.  I can give you a short demonstration.  The website is www.studentprinting.uwlax.edu.  We have also recently implemented the Web Print option.
1. Thomas:  What if you get an error message?
a. Contact the Eagle Help Desk at (608) 785-8774.

2. Long:  Are students aware that they will not be refunded when putting the money on?

a. There is a disclaimer and we have increased the font and color to red.
3. Long:  It says it doesn’t roll over, but it doesn’t say that you don’t get it back.  I know it is less than $5 but I think that the message could be clearer.

4. Vo:  Why is color printing 9 cents per page and is there a way to encourage people to print on both sides?
i. We based the cost on how much the toners and ink cost.  All of our labs are designed for classroom and academic uses.  Duplexing is because the toner is more expensive than the paper.  The culture of urging people to print duplex does not necessarily need to fall on us.  We leave that choice up to students.  
iii. Dave Faulkner:  We are located in Wing 103.  Our business hours are 7:30 AM to 6:30 PM Monday through Thursday and 7:30 to 4:30 on Friday during the school year.  We have moved into Murphy Library as well as a pilot program.  We have a website www.uwlax.edu/helpdesk.  There is a lot of information there that may help you on weekends or after hours.  It is easy to change your password this year by going to www.uwlax.edu/password. Software can also be bought at a very reasonable price.  If you would like to stay informed about what is happening in IT you can follow us on Twitter.
iv. Dr. Elhindi:  How many of you use mobile apps?  We will be deploying a few different mobile apps.  We focused in on the summer on wireless and we were able to beef up on the coverage.  We will be moving from a model of coverage to a model of density.  Last year we had a few thousand calls last year on wireless, but this year we had only about 400.  UWLopen gives quick access to the internet.  The UWLsecure is what we urge you to use with a NetID.  
c. Courtney Morse, United Council

i. I wanted to come because I heard there were some concerns about our budget and the increases.  I wanted to do a presentation that was more budget slanted.  Our mission is pretty simple.  To represent all student of the UW system and advocate for them on issues of Higher Education.  We have four basic promises that we use as values of our organizations.  We are the nation’s oldest, largest, and most effective statewide student association, advocating for over 150,000 students at 21 UW campuses.  UC is funded by a mandatory refundable fee.  (Speaks about timeline of student input on MRF increase.)  The first place that people wanted to see an increase was in campus visibility through “community” boards on campus.  The second place we wanted to see change was staff capacity.  They would be regionally based and it is all a draft right now.  That last piece is student participation.  Personnel and professional costs, affiliated personnel costs, travel costs, facility costs, marketing costs, organizational support costs, among others, have been affected with the MRF budget.  The more you engage with UC, the more you will see what it is for and how you can use it.  I really hope to see this relationship foster.  Any questions?
1. Rykal:  I noticed that your office assistant position had a significant increase?
a. Yes, she became a fulltime member of our staff.

2. In here it says something about the resolution that passed the $1 increase; do you know when that was?
a. This increase happened six years from the last one and it has been in the works for awhile.  The $3 MRF happened last year and I can get you the breakdown for that.
3. Holen:  If we passed the referendum for $2, why did we get changed to $3?
a. You pass it at its current level.
4. Holen:  Is there any procedure in UC to notify institutions on budget and money changes?

a. Our board of directors would be more than happy to hear this.  There are many avenues you can take.  They are very accessible and open.

5. Reed:  Do you have a policy that you need to provide proof of enrollment to get your fee back?
a. You just have to have proof like a student bill or class schedule.  I think more visibility on the MRF and how to get it back may help.
6. Rykal:  Last year I was told that the chances of an increase were slim to none and that an increase would be unlikely?  I felt a bit mislead.
a. I am going to be honest and follow up on that for you.  I know that Nicole said there weren’t a ton of questions.  I think that is a concern that I take seriously.  If that is a concern I will definitely bring that up with our folks.

a. President

i. I just want to know who is interested in serving on the task force for United Council.  One thing is that UW-Oshkosh and their student government passed a resolution that did not support a review, but to encourage colleges and comprehensive schools to keep a good relationship with shared governance.  There has been some good talk about the faculty and staff appreciation day.  Please email with your ideas. i. Today in Faculty Senate we talked about the budget lapse and we are looking at the higher ends on that.  They do have a plan to use reserves at this time.  We will have to figure out how to deal with that at that time.  The Board of Regents will be here in April 2013.  Faculty Senate also talked about the SAA program and they asked last year to become their own department.  They have since added bylaws and the Faculty Senate passed their request to become their own department.  There were a ton of their students there as well.

a. SA1112-029: Resolution Approving Student Organizational Grants

i. Rykal/Jadin
ii. Author’s Introduction:  This is the same thing we looked at last week about approving grants.  There was a question of viewpoint neutrality last week and you are able to look how many members would be attending these students.  Another thing was that Students for a Free Tibet were not at the all orgs meeting because they were not at active org status yet, but they met with the organizations advisor.  Because of this they were not required to be at that meeting, but could still apply for a grant.  A lot of these organizations want to put on these events and I would be grateful to come to a decision on this tonight.
iii. Discussion:
1. Holen:  From what I understand, the Pro-Life Students of La Crosse are going to march in Washington, D.C. correct and I was wondering what march this is?
a. What is the university’s role in funding events that can be perceived as activism?
b. Dr. Ringgenberg:  That is the crutch of viewpoint neutrality and we cannot be looking at what the students (inaudible).  If you fund one political activity you can’t only fund something that you agree with.  You have to look at things and say that whatever you are actually funding is something that students want to have.  Yes, the organizational grants are the only things we fund that butts up against viewpoint neutrality.  We have to look at that it doesn’t matter what they are doing, we look at the organizations themselves.
2. Holen:  My problem is not what they want to use the funds for; it is that is an activism thing.  I don’t understand why the university would be fine with funding a political or activist march.  It is different to bring in a speaker than travel somewhere to protest something.  I would like to recommend that the Pro Life Students of La Crosse receive $0 from the proposed $800.00.
3. Objection by Rykal.
4. Heinze:  I want to mention that we will have to consult system legal on this.
5. Rykal:  I yield to our UC rep.  In viewpoint neutrality, it is to contribute to a marketplace of ideas.  I just wanted to clarify that.
6. Rykal:  Thinking back on SUFAC we do fund groups who are activists and there is no other groups on this particular list that fit that, but I do believe you have to view it in a different manner than I feel comfortable with.  I feel uncomfortable with the direction that this discussion it taking.  I will be voting this amendment down.
7. Karlstrand:  I would like to say that when an organization brings in a speaker it reflects on the university and I will be voting against it because it goes against the rules we uphold.

a. Scheife:  First off, there are all shorts of different grants and some of the biggest ones are that they really shoot for the stars.  If you want to see them you can see them.  It may seem some don’t seem uniform because of that.  We knocked off about $200 for travel across the board.  We also took into consideration how this would affect students and the campus community.
