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SA 1112-036: Change in Mandatory Participation in the Global Link Scholarship Program

WHEREAS; the Global Link Scholarships are given to international students each semester based on the previous semester’s work,

WHEREAS; the monetary resource for these scholarships comes from the Academic Initiatives Program and the UW System fund,

WHEREAS; the purpose of this scholarship is to assist students who pay out-of-state tuition,
WHREAS; one of the requirements of this scholarship is 4 activity points for participation in various cultural events over the semester,

WHEREAS, in the past, a high number of students failed to perform the tasks they signed up for; and,

WHEREAS, this has caused significant problems for the organization of large events such as the International Banquet or International Food Tasting;

WHEREAS; the previous International Banquet lasted about 4 hours, twice the expected amount of time, due to the shortage of student help,

WHEREAS; one of the session of the recent International Food Tasting was close to cancellation due to the absence of more than 75% of student help (food servers),

WHEREAS; a significant number of students obtain 4 global link points prior to the main large events of the semester, the International Banquet and International Food Tasting,

WHEREAS; the international advisor in the Office of International Education, who oversee the Global Link Scholarship tracking system, recommends mandatory participation in International Food Tasting and International Banquet,

WHEREAS; International Banquet and International Food Tasting offer numerous opportunities for students to help with publicity, decoration, cooking, dishwashing, performance, food serving, cleaning and other tasks,
THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that Student Senate recommends following rules shall be applied to the Global Link Scholarship Program: 

Students must earn four global link points in order to be eligible for the Global Link Scholarship, in addition of a GPA above 3.0. 

· Failing to complete an activity a student signed up for will automatically cancel the point(s).
· At least 1 of the 4 required four points must be participation in one of the major events of the semester, the International Food Tasting and the International Banquet.
· If the activity is part of an event, failing to perform the activity will automatically cancel any point earned from other activities during the same event.

· The cancellation of the points will be avoided only if the organizer is contacted 7 days prior to the event regarding any schedule conflict via email or phone call.

· In case of emergency, please discuss with this organizer regarding the ruling of the global link points.
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
