WHEREAS; Wisconsin State Assembly bill AB 808 was introduced on Monday, January 25, 2016
addressing the issue of providing amnesty to survivors of sexual assault and others who report sexual
assault ensuring that they cannot be issued an underage drinking citation;

WHEREAS; the purpose of this legislation is to increase the number of reported sexual assaults as the issue
cannot effectively be addressed without having an accurate representation of how many are affected by this
tragic and grossly under-reported crime;
