Fundamental Alteration Consideration

If, during the accommodation process, faculty or instructors 
believe that an accommodation would drastically alter the 
learning outcomes of the course or fundamentally alter the 
course, they will need to consult with the student's ACCESS 

Center Advisor.

Faculty or instructors will  describe how the accommodation 
fundamentally alters the course. ACCESS Center staff will 
gather information to begin the consultation process and 

explore alternative ways to support the student.

ACCESS Center staff may also consult with department 
chairs, college deans, the Office of Equity and 
Affirmative Action, UWS General Council, etc.

ACCESS Center staff will make the final determination 
of the reasonable accommodation and communicate 

that determination with the faculty and student.
