
Purpose: The purpose of the Mayo Clinic & UWL Collaborative Seed Grant Program is to provide funds for projects that stimulate collaboration and synergistic proposal development between Mayo Clinic & UW-L investigators in areas of basic and applied research applicable to human health. Projects funded under this program should be well-designed and with clear milestones. It is the expectation that competitive proposals, based on studies funded by this program, will be subsequently submitted to extramural agencies or foundations for funding.
Investigators from both institutions must participate in the development and execution of proposed projects.

Number of Awards and Amount: Maximum of 3 awards of up to $20,000; $50,000 in total funding is provided in FY 2025 (with funds to be spent by 3/31/2026).

Application Deadline: Optional Letters of Intent are to be submitted by January 17, 2025. Proposals are due via email attachment to
MayoUWLResearch@MAYO.EDU, CCing grants@uwlax.edu, by 5 PM on February 7, 2025. Announcement of awards is intended by March 14, 2025.

Post-Award Reporting Requirements: Awardees will submit by December 1, 2026, a brief (1-3 page) report of the outcomes of the project that includes (1) Project title and investigators, (2) Project Period, (3) Objectives, (4) Results and deliverables, (5) Titles of extramural research proposals (and agency) submitted to intended to be submitted based on project results.
